About the Course:
This is a course on modern Korean fiction. We will be reading a selection of novels written in the

twentieth century. By locating them in the flow of Korean literary history, we will be examining
the development of the long story form which began and flourished throughout the twentieth
century. The readings will be in the original san ‘giil; class discussions will be conducted in
English and Korean. Students are expected to read at the fourth year level. We will be
examining patterns found in the works assigned to arrive at an understanding of the “modern™
shaping a national literary situation during an era of globalization.
