About the Course:
 

This is a course on selected readings of Korean literature in Korean (han-gul). We will read some short stories and medium-length stories of modern fiction regarding travel and space (‘room’) which contains a novel focusing on “leaving” and “staying” to think about. I chose many books on travel, because these books will emphasize “leaving” and “staying.” We will be having discussions during class on these topics. 
Close readings of texts will be emphasized. One day, we will have a special guest and we will learn more about Korean culture. The special guest will teach you how to play traditional Korean instruments, and we will also experience different kinds of Korean foods.

Evaluation:
I.                    Class Participation: (20%)
You are expected to come to class well prepared. Proper preparation for each class will take you to a minimum of one to two hours. Please arrange your schedule so that you have enough time to prepare for this class.

 

Presentation, Discussion participation, and attendance: 
Each student will give an oral report on an assigned topic (date to be chosen).

Come to class prepared to comment on the assigned materials.

 

II.                  Class Attendance: 
Classes meet two days a week and you are expected to be in class and on time every day. If you are 30 minutes late for class, this will be counted as a half absence. You are allowed only one unexcused absences. Any further absences will result in a reduction of one full point for each class you miss the second time. More than 4 absences will automatically result in a failing grade (F) for the entire class. Absences can only be excused for religious reasons and documented emergencies. 

 
III.                Homework (30%):
All homework assignments should be finished and handed in before the class begins. Exercises handed in on time will be corrected, graded, and returned to you promptly. Late assignments will be noted but will NOT receive grades.

 

Weekly Review Papers: 
Weekly review papers (3-4 paragraphs long) are to be submitted on-line, through our sakai class page, on Mondays or Wednesdays - that is, the day before the reading is to be discussed-, by 11:00 pm. You can choose any text to analyze among each week’s assigned readings, but you will have to submit one review paper every week. The paragraphs should be analytical and structured, and not emotional and personal.

When you find an interesting novel you

                  would like to discuss in comparison with one of the short stories we read in class, come to my

                  office hours and we will discuss possible topics for your final paper. After specifying a topic

                  with me, you can start writing your final paper. It will be due on Sun, May 9.
